AUTHORIZATION TO SUBMIT A LIVING SHORELINES PROJECT PROPOSAL TO
THE CHESAPEAKE BAY TRUST

WHEREAS, the 2010 Virginia Institute of Marine Sciences (VIMS) Shoreline Situation Report identified areas of Northern Virginia’s tidal shoreline that are actively eroding; and

WHEREAS, the 1992 NVPDC Tidal Shoreline Erosion in Northern Virginia report provides a historical reference for the location of priority coastal erosion sites along Northern Virginia’s tidal shorelines; and

WHEREAS, the Chesapeake Bay Trust in partnership with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) and the states of Maryland and Virginia released a request for proposals for the design and/or implementation of living shoreline projects; and

WHEREAS, VIMS defines living shorelines as treatments to address erosion in lower energy situations by providing long-term protection, restoration or enhancement of vegetated shoreline habitats through strategic placement of plants, stone, sand fill and other structural or organic materials; and

WHEREAS, there is an interest by local governments to inform waterfront property owners located in low energy areas about alternative shoreline stabilization techniques in addition to bulkheads and other hardened shoreline protection; and

WHEREAS, NVRC in partnership with Fairfax and Prince William Counties and the Northern Virginia Regional Park Authority (NVRPA) and in consultation with NOAA’s Virginia Restoration Specialist and VIMS have identified two suitable locations for living shoreline demonstration projects; and

WHEREAS, these demonstrations sites will include complementing interpretive signage that will feature the unique elements of the design and its environmental and erosion protection benefits; and

WHEREAS, to encourage the use of living shorelines on private properties, NVRC and its partners will develop educational materials for distribution to homeowners; and 

WHEREAS, to support the professional development of shoreline management contractors in Northern Virginia, NVRC and its partners will provide trainings on designing and constructing living shorelines; and

WHEREAS, this project will be the first of its kind in Northern Virginia;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Northern Virginia Regional Commission authorizes the Executive Director to submit a technical assistance proposal requesting $100,000 to the Chesapeake Bay Trust in support of furthering Northern Virginia local governments’ ability to manage the region's coastal and environmental resources; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Northern Virginia Regional Commission authorizes the Executive Director to enter into a contract with the Chesapeake Bay Trust, should the proposal be accepted for funding.
